WHEN IN UTAH  
If you’re seeing Nancy Holt’s Sun Tunnels, 
make it a daytrip from Salt Lake City, 
where you’ll have checked into the Grand 
America Hotel (GRANDAMERICA.COM). The land-
art destination—a sculpture made of 
concrete tubes that frame a view of the 
desert and, for about a week around the 
summer solstice, the setting sun—is about 
200 miles from town but most certainly 
worth the trek.

ence Blanchard and Kasi Lemmons, based 
on Charles Blow’s memoir.
